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Nehemiah 8:1-3 (NLT). all the people assembled with a unified purpose at the 
square just inside the Water Gate. They asked Ezra the scribe to bring out the 
Book of the Law of Moses, which the Lord had given for Israel to obey. So on 
October 8 Ezra the priest brought the Book of the Law before the assembly, 
which included the men and women and all the children old enough to 
understand. He faced the square just inside the Water Gate from early morning 
until noon and read aloud to everyone who could understand. All the people 
listened closely to the Book of the Law.

An unstoppable church:

• Walks on mission
• Walks empowered by the Holy Spirit
• Walks grounded on the Word of God

When we apply the Word of God in our lives, the water of the Word not only 
cleanses and purifies us - it also revives us through His Holy Spirit.

How do I know if I am allowing the Word of God to cleanse, purify, and revive my 
life? To the degree my life is progressively aligning itself with the Word of God.

REMEMBER: An unstoppable church has as its foundation the Word of God.

Ephesians 5:25b-26 (NLT). He [Jesus] gave up his life for her [Church] to make 
her holy and clean, washed by the cleansing of God’s word.

HIS WORD CLEANSES AND REVIVES US:

1. [CONGREGATIONALLY].



Nehemiah 8:1-3 (NLT). rall the people assembled with a unified purpose...

Hebrews 10:25 (NLT). And let us not neglect our meeting together, as some 
people do, but encourage one another, especially now that the day of his return 
is drawing near.

2. AS A [FAMILY].

Nehemiah 8:2 (NLT). So… Ezra the priest brought the Book of the Law before the 
assembly, which included the men and women and all the children old enough 
to understand.

2 Timothy 3:16-17 (NLT). All Scripture is inspired by God and is useful to teach us 
what is true and to make us realize what is wrong in our lives. It corrects us when 
we are wrong and teaches us to do what is right. God uses it to prepare and 
equip his people to do every good work.

3. [INDIVIDUALLY].

Psalms 119:9-11 (NLT). How can a young person stay pure? By obeying your 
word. I have tried hard to find you— don’t let me wander from your commands. 
I have hidden your word in my heart, that I might not sin against you.
